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�Moved the “complicated and confusing” below to become the imbalance. Left this general, and tired out a “traveling” motif here and throughout.


�Added an affirmation to the protagonist/audience that they have a tough challenge


�Moved this down to become the imbalance – the reality that this is hard, especially for people who haven’t done it before.


�Here I added a desired outcome – instead of complexity, they want money in their hands. But how? What is the right way?


�Going back to your original PPT, I saw that you were giving people a lot of great advice about what they can do themselves to find the money. So rather than GFU being what you want them to do, I drafted this statement to persuade them that if they only follow your GFU plan, they can relax and raise the money.


�If the previous solution statement works, then the next set of questions are: “How do I follow this three step roadmap to get where I want to go?” Then the three statements in the 5-minute column would answer that. For example , one might be “Plan early to ensure you meet filing deadlines”…
